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Nitin Gadkari, the Union Minister of Road Transport and Highways, has sanctioned road
projects in Madhya Pradesh and Uttar Pradesh totaling Rs 475.72 crore.
Upgrading the Nasrullaganj-Rehti-Budhni Section of NH-146B to two lanes with a paved
shoulder under EPC mode has been sanctioned with a budget of Rs 305.12 crore in Madhya
Pradesh.
Another project in Uttar Pradesh that will be undertaken is the construction of a four-lane
raised viaduct (Munshi Pulia) on NH-24A, which will include the development of grade roads,
service roads, and junctions on an EPC basis with a budget of Rs 170.60 crore.
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
